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Heli Hartikainen is a boundary-breaking saxophonist, clarinetist, composer, and
sound artist. One of the boldest improvisers in Finland’s experimental jazz scene,
Hartikainen creates music where sonic textures, abstractions, concepts, and evolving
soundscapes intertwine— their work stands as a testament to the power of artistic
experimentation. As a saxophonist, Hartikainen is a passionate instrumentalist who
continually pushes the boundaries of their instrument, themself, and sound
technology ever further.

Their debut solo album, CHRONOVARIATIONS, which utilizes 3D audio technology,
won the Finnish Critics’ Association’s honorary prize in 2025 for the year’s most
significant artistic breakthrough and was nominated for the Emma Awards, the
Finnish equivalent of the Grammys, for Best Jazz Album of 2024.

e Interbody

Interbody examines time from the perspective of the human body: geological, atmospheric, and
corporeal time as embodied experience. At its core is the tenor saxophone extended through a
custom-builtlive sampler that responds in real time to pitch and volume. A degree of randomness is
built into the system, merging improvisation and algorithmic processes, the human and machine-
organism - and keeps the performer on their toes.

 Light Cones (2024)

Hartikainen was selected as Finland’s representative composer for an Ung Nordisk Musik (UNM)
residency, a platform for emerging Nordic composers, where they created the work Light Cones.
This 20-minute piece draws inspiration from fundamental concepts of physics, such as Planck time
(the minimum interval of time) and the absence of a universal present.

 Antiphonia (Untempo Postcards 2025)

Antiphonia is an imaginary, unwritten choir piece, inspired by an idea of polychoral singing. Only
this time, it is a choir of overlapping saxophones, and the melody simultaneously starts at 60 bpm
and 63 bpm. The layers of saxophones weave and tumble through each other, creating a sea of
sound, wooshing over the cumulatively overlapping material, sinking into the sound itself, and
weaving continuously shifting harmonies.
